A Sizar is a student who receives some form of
assistance such as meals, lower fees or lodging during
his or her period of study, in some cases in return for

doing a defined job. The word is thought to derive from
the ‘sizes’ or ‘sizings’, which were the specified portions
of food and drink made available at a fixed price at the
college. One of the Sizar’s duties was, historically,
to fetch the ‘sizes’ for his colleagues. A Pensioner
is a fee-paying student.

Dates in parentheses, e.g. (1935), indicate that the
father or brother of the deceased was also at Trinity.
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
